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Tones and Semitones Study Guide

Tones And Semitones Study Guide

The smallest distance between two notes is a semitone. A good way to see this is to look at a piano keyboard. 
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The distance from C to C# is one semitone. The distance from F to F# is one semitone. A to G# is also a semitone. The only tricky part is that there is no black note between E and F or B and C. The distance from E to F is a semitone and B to C is therefore a semitone because there is no other note in between them. 

Two semitones together are called a tone. For example, the distance from C to D is one tone because there are two semitones between them: (C to C# is one semitone and C# to D is the other semitone.) The distance from F to G is also a tone, as is Ab to Bb,  E to F#, and B to C#.
